
POLICY AND REGULATIONS FOR THE USE OF salaser.com AND Rexy’s Kids in Lasers
Purpose

salaser.com and Rexy’s Kids in Lasers are the two lasers purchased by the South Australian Laser Association (SALA) for potential members of the Association to promote and develop the class in South Australia.

The following regulations should be read carefully, prior to signing the attached Application Form.

Regulations

Equipment:

Equipment provided with either salaser.com or Rexy’s Kids in Lasers includes:

· Hull (complete with turbo pack and cover)

· Sails (choice of 4.7, radial and full rig is available, each with separate covers)

· Spars (including bottom sections for each of the rigs available)

· Foils (complete with foil bag)

· All ropes and fittings required

· Launching trolley

Storage

Either boat must be stored securely at all times when not in use.  The boat “salaser.com” is currently stored in the fenced compound at Adelaide Sailing Club with a cover secured at all times.  The boat “Rexy’s Kids in Lasers” is stored at the Largs Bay Sailing Club (LBSC), where a storage rack has been assigned to which it should be returned to after use.  Should the boat be removed from either base, adequate storage must be provided.  The boat, foils and spars must be suitably washed after use and appropriate covers replaced.
Transport

Should the boat be required to be removed from either base, safe transport on an appropriately registered trailer must be provided by the individual.  SALA will not provide transportation but may assist in finding a suitable trailer to be used.  Approval to remove the boat from its base must be obtained from the SALA contact person prior to its removal.
Damage
The boats are insured with Mutual Community Limited.  Individuals are invited to inspect the boat prior to commencement of use.  Should the boat be damaged during the duration of the loan, the individual may be required to pay the excess on the policy to cover any necessary repairs.  Any damage should be reported to the SALA contact person immediately and repairs must not be performed by the individual.
Safety

The boat may be used on organised sailing days at Metropolitan Sailing Clubs or at a SALA organised event.  It may be used for private training sessions if at least two other boats are present and approval from the SALA contact person has been obtained.  The boat should only be used in conditions consistent with the ability of the sailor and beginners should not sail the boat unsupervised.  The boat must not be sailed when the prevailing wind exceeds 20 knots.  The decision of whether to sail on any given day rests solely with the individual. 
Period of Use

The boat shall be loaned to approved individuals at the discretion of the SALA contact person, which may be for a duration of up to four (4) weeks.  It is the intention of the Association that this period be used as an introduction to the class and not for the sole purpose of charter.  If an extension of the period of use is sought, a decision that is satisfactory to both parties will be negotiated. The boat must not be sailed by a third party or individual without approval by the SALA contact person.   

During the period of use, any incident involving a third party that may result in injury must be reported to the SALA contact person immediately.

These are the regulations for the use of salaser.com and Rexy’s Kids in Lasers.  Failure to adhere to these regulations will be considered as a breach of contract and may lead to the termination of the period of use.  The signing of the attached application form is considered to be an agreement to abide by the regulations stated above.
